b. Eligible entries are welcomed from all PHRF and one design classes.  RRS 78.1, and 78.2 are modified so that a boat that does not have a current PHRF-LE certificate will be assigned a handicap with a 7 sec/mile penalty by the SSC handicapper.  
c. Racing divisions will be allocated based on PHRF ratings.  5 or more boats are required for a one design class race.

5. Classes: 5 or 6 PHRF classes (JAM & Spin). One design if for 5 or more boats.

6. Fees:  Boats Registration Fee $35. Cdn/US.  Entries received after Aug 17th $45.Cdn/US
Docks Overnight Fee $45. Cdn/US, for Friday and Saturday.
$80 Fee must be paid upon registration by cash or cheque.
